COURSE OBJECTIVES 

Students complete Lesson 1 through Lesson 8 of the textbook, “Basic Functional Japanese,” and learn all uses of Hiragana characters. Upon completion of this course, you should be able to: introduce yourself and others; greet and take leave; talk about yourself; give self information about; express apologies; make requests; use numbers; ask, tell, and confirm prices; attract someone's attention; make offers; express gratitude; give orders using numbers; connect two sentences; count objects; take a taxi; give directions; make purchases; recommend something in Japanese. 

TEACHING/LEARNING STYLE 

1. The instructor will introduce basic grammar by using the textbook. However, the instructor focuses on natural spoken Japanese language, rather than on textbook style language, so that students can properly communicate with the native speakers of Japanese. Since the instructor thinks cultural understanding as well as linguistic knowledge is essential in second language acquisition, the instructor provides students with cross-cultural articles also. Students will have a better understanding of Japanese people and culture at the end of course and be cross-culturally competent.

2. In the classroom, the instructor and students maximize use of Japanese language and minimize use of English language. However, students may use English in order to understand the connotations or nuances of expressions. Please enjoy the second language environment!

EVALUATION 

1. Final exam:     Students take the final exam (2.5 hours) in the 10th week. Final exam scores (in 72 hours after the final) and attendance (in 72 hours after the last class) will be kept at: <http://members.aol.com/sokogakuen/grades.html>
2. Final option:     If you are unable to take the final exam on the scheduled date, Sep. 03 due to circumstances beyond your control, you can take it at another timeslot, Saturday Afternoon 1-4 on Sep 03, Monday Evening 6-9 on Sep 05, or Wednesday Evening 6-9 on Aug 31. Please pay a $10 handling fee to the proctor in that case. 

3. Passing Score:     When you obtain a score of 80% or higher on the final exam, with 80% or higher attendance, you move up to a higher-level class, Beginning-2. Gambatte kudasai!

4. Progress Report:     Upon request at the final exam, Soko Gakuen will issue Student Progress Report for students to receive reimbursement or to transfer units to another school. We do not issue the report for students’ private purposes. Incidentally, students have to achieve 80% or higher attendance to obtain the report, that is, 9 attendances out of 11. Unless the student takes the final exam, no certificates can be issued.

1. Homework:     Please read the assigned pages of the textbook before the class. Please also complete weekly homework. Class activities will be conducted under the assumption that students have completed their homework beforehand.

2. Handouts:     Please print out the next handouts from the instructor’s website <soko.nobody.jp> before you come to the class. If you have any problem for the handouts, please e-mail the instructor.

3. E-mail:     Please do not call or e-mail the school to leave a message for the instructor for being late or absent.
